(including improving buildings or sites
for the purpose of accessing
broadband digital
telecommunications) and school
safety and'security infrastructure.

To provide funds to build and furnish
a new school building or buildings; to
build and furnish addition(s) to school
buildings in the District; to remodel,
reconstruct, repair, expand, and
improve the school buildings in the
District; to purchase and improve
grounds; for demolition work; and to
furnish and equip District facilities.

To provide funds for the purchase,
lease or lease-purchase of buildings,
equipment (including transportation
